 RULES FOR SINGLES, PAIRS and TRIPLES COMPETITIONS 2026 
 
1. All Matches are to be played under Bowls England Rules, except as amended by the 

following rules.                   
 
2. The Challenger, on receipt of the dated draw, shall within 5 days telephone their Opponent 

offering TWO dates on which they are prepared to play. (Sundays only by mutual consent) 
If the Opponent receives no communication within this time, they should within the next 2 
days offer the challenger two dates. The venue remains the same.  (This means that everyone 
should have arranged the date of their first game a week after the draw). Failure to carry 
out this procedure may result in both players/teams being scratched. Challenger to organise 
marker for singles game. All competition details will be sent to the individual contact names 
on your entry forms. 

 
3 Monday evenings should not be offered for a West Surrey Ladies Competition, except by 

mutual agreement. The Opponent shall within 2 days accept a date. If a date cannot be 
agreed, then challenger must contact appropriate competition secretary. If at any time a 
player gives the game, they must inform their opposition and the Competition Secretary. 

 
4. The match shall not start later than 6.30pm and no game needs to start prior to 6.30pm 

except by mutual consent. 
 
5. The Challenger shall nominate the Green on which the match is to be played, (up to the 

Semi-Finals) if their own green is unplayable. 
 
6. The Semi-Finals shall be played on a Neutral Green; the venue and date shall be decided by 

the Competition Secretaries or Committee in consultation with the players. 
 
7. Queries relating to the Competition to be dealt with by the Competition Secretaries or 

Committee.
